Connecting the monitor to the WiFi

Establishing a connection between the monitor and
a WiFi network allows users to remotely access and

view the monitored data.
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Press and hold the “Power button” to
turn on the device.

The settings screen will appear. Select the
"WiFi configuration" option and press enter
on the device to enable the device's pairing mode.

A screen displaying a “QR code and Device ID”
will appear, indicating that your device is now
in pairing mode.

Navigate to the Settings screen (press and hold
the left button), Select the "WiFi configuration"
option and press enter on the device to enable
the device's pairing mode.
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NOTE : In order to turn off the monitor,
make sure it is not connected to a cable.

A. Warranty Terms
